Plus, it has a
built-in color mode with user presets, so you don't
need gels. The compact light also offers wireless
grouping and a built-in dimmer.

AMX launched a new line of fiber optic matrix
switchers with the new AutoPatch EpicaDG.
Designed for command and control, network oper-
ation centers, and other large, mission-critical AV
installations, the “digital generation” switcher
converts high resolution video
inputs to multiple video formats
simultaneously.

“A very large federal agency first
approached us about a need they had
for incredibly-secure, lightning-fast,
no fail signal switching,” said Robert
Noble, AMX chief technology officer.
“After determining a significant mar-
ket need for such a product, we devel-
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oped the underlying digital technology
behind the EpicaDG, which we believe is
unique to our industry.”

Features include front panel control,
RS-232 connectivity (so the EpicaDG can commu-
nicate with AMX or other control systems), system
self-diagnostics, and redundant power supplies.
DVI and fiber I/O boards are already available, with
analog video, SD-SDI, and HD-SDI boards expect-
ed to be released early this year. All boards will be
available in custom configurations, from 16x16 to
144x144.
