2. Connect the DC power cord to the power connector( The arrow sign A
must face down) ; plug one end of the AC power cord into the power
adapter, and then the other end into an electrical outlet(®).

3. For the PC with Analog output: Connect the VGA signal cable from
display VGA input connector to the 15-pin connector of your host

computer and tighten the screws(@®).

4. Connect the Audio-In cable from audio input port of your display to the
Audio-out port of your computer(©).

5. Connect the RS-232 cable from RS-232 port of your display to the
RS-232 port of your computer(®).

6. Turn on your computer, display and video source.
