Install the stand base

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Quick Installation 
1. Connect either DVI or Display Port Video source from the monitor to the computer, using 

the included DVI-dual link or Display Port cable. Make sure both monitor and computer are 
powered OFF.  
Note: VGA and HDMI cables may be sourced separately from a cable supplier. 

2. Connect the audio cable from audio output of computer to the audio input of the monitor. 
3. Connect the earphone to the earphone output terminal of the monitor. (Earphone sold 

separately). 
4. Connect power cord to a properly grounded AC outlet, and then to the monitor. 
5. Power-ON computer and then POWER-ON the monitor. 
6. Set the timing mode on your computer. Recommended resolution and refresh rate is 2560 x 

1440 @ 60Hz. 

Note: VGA and HDMI inputs do not support 2560 x 1440 resolution. It is only supported on DVI input, using a DVI 
dual link cable, and Display Port input, using Display Port cable.

Before using the LED LCD Monitor:

z Insert the power plug, and the power LED indicator will light orange. 
 

Power On/Off 
To turn the LED LCD Monitor on/off: 
Press  Power button on the front of LED LCD Monitor. The power LED indicator light will be 
blue when the LED LCD Monitor is on.

Press and hold the 1 button and the ▲ button for 3 seconds to lock the OSD buttons. 

The LED LCD Monitor will show an “OSD Locked” message for 3 seconds and the message will 
disappear automatically. 

 
Repeat this step to unlock.  
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Option 2: OSD & Power button lock – all 5 buttons including the “POWER” button are locked. 
Press and hold the 1 button and the ▼ button for 3 seconds to lock all 5 buttons. 

The LED LCD Monitor will show a “Power Button Locked” message for 3 seconds and the 
message will disappear automatically.

Contrast/Brightness: To manually adjust the Brightness, Contrast, ECO, Over Driver and Gamma 
of screen image. 

 

• Brightness: To adjust the luminance of the video.

Blue Light Reducer: To decrease the blue light emitted from the display to reduce the risk of 
blue light exposure to your eyes. (Contrast and Color Vision Mode adjustment will be disabled 
when Blue Light Reducer is active.) 
Press button 2 to select the Blue Light Reducer. 
Press ▲ or ▼ key to adjust the Blue Light Reducer strength. 

- Video – Ideal for watching videos (15% reduction) 
- Web Browsing – Ideal for web browsing (30% reduction)

No power

proper voltage. 
z Make sure all signal cables are installed. 

 
Power on but no screen image 
z Make sure the video cable supplied with the LED LCD Monitor is tightly secured to the video 

output port on back of the computer. If not, tightly secure it. 
z Adjust brightness. 

 
Wrong or abnormal colors 
z If any colors (red, green, blue) are missing, check the video cable to make sure it is securely 

connected. Loose or broken pins in the cable connector could cause an improper connection. 
z Connect the LED LCD Monitor to another computer. 
 
WQHD resolution not supported  
z Make sure your hardware, operating system, content, and graphics card supports up to 2560 

x 1440 resolution. 
z Only use DVI-dual link and Display Port inputs and cables. VGA and HDMI inputs and cables 

are not supported.
